"Ten yc~rs ago the nnnual report for 1965-66 Legan by sumrn:1r.izjng the 
findings of a planning study that had been subn1ittcd to the President in 
l\1ay 1966~ This .study en1phasized above a 1l e1se the need for additional .,pace 
for the library's central research co]kctions and services~ and this,. it is grarjfy-
jng to record, \\'as providcd ,vhen the Nathan l\ilar.sh Pusey Library "\\T:lS 

opened eat]y in r 976, 
' 1The authors of the planning study ~ttcn1pted to look ahead for :1pproxi-

1nately a decade, so it is no\\r becon1ing possible to check the accuracy of their 
projection~. The qunntitative f orccasts "'ere based upon experience of the 
preceding decade, such ad justtnents as seen1ed to be reasonable. a~1d they 
arc probably as close to the n1irk as their ~ut.hon: expected. It \\tns prcclictc<l 
that the total number of volurncs in the library ,vould reach 10 1000 1000 during 
1976, ~nd this proves to be high by about five percent. The total -,i1.:e of :staff, 
co111puted ns f nll-r,me cq ui vakántsi ,,ras expected to reach 800 during 1976; 
th1s is ncarJy ten percent lo\l', but the number of profess;onal ]ibrnrians, for 
,\áhich the forecast ,vas 2 60. is inf act approxj1natc1y 2 2 o. . 

tc~:Sdnrntes of costs that ávrere made in 1966 ,,;,rould undoubtcdl lrnve been 
suhstr1ntially higher if had been anticipated at the rate th~t hns pre-
Yaikd during the past fe,v year.s, yet sorne of the cost projections prove in 
fact to be too high. 1t "ras prcdicrcd that $3,32-7~000 per year for the purchase 
of hooks and periodicals ,vould be rcq ujred by 197 5-76 1 hut this i~ son1e 
$330,000 more than couid be made a\áailable ch1Ting tlmt year~ A~ cstin1atc that 
$7 j9.,ooo ,vould be needed for 1)indjng and preservation proved to be higher than 
available funds by an even greater percenrnge. The esti1n~te of $8~2 52 ,ooo for 
p crso nncl ,vas too I o,v hy sev~ n p ere en t, and the $ 1 4,6 5 6~000 cstj n, a re for t oral 
University Lihr-ary expenditures ( including building charges for the central 
collections only) ""as Jo,v by only th tee tenths of one percent. 

-ttinterlibrary cooperation ,,,as strongly supported by the pfanning study, 
~n d he re~ ,vi th cs tab lish n1c nt of the Res care h Libra rie5 Group, the past decade 
has brought encour=lging progrE5~-On the other hand, hopes for a national 
pnJgram to deal ,v.ith the problem of deteriorating paper have been disap-
pointed. There has bee[l solid progre.lis in automation, but the savings thus f.ar 
have not matched our expectations of ten years ago, 

''The need for_ build i 11 g n d p reser,á in g strong r-c_i;;c.arc h co] lcct ions h-as not 
diminished during the past dcc~dc, and ,vc ought not to congratulate our-
selves on the fact that ,ve arc spending considerably Jess on acquisition. bind-
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jng, and uthcr pre~er,~ation \Vork than \\'C hclic,rcd ten years ago ,vc ,vould 
nc..:cd to spend in 1976. The sun1s esthnatcd, plus substantial ~<lditions to rnakc 
up for an unantic1patc<l n1te of inflation and unfavorable foreign cxcbange rares~ 
could be used to good ad,¥ant~gc, l~he le-vel of coHecdng ht1s not. been fully 
maintained and preservatjon e.ITorLs have not kept pncc náith the dcterjora-
tion of paper. l"'hc planning study ,varncd tlrnt 'our inheritance of collections 
is so great that \\'C nrny son1ctirncs be ten1ptcd to relax and., in :1 sense, to live 
on accumulated capital . . . it \\'oulcl take others ye:1 rs to catch up even jf 
\Ve '"ere to slowá d o,vn ro a 111orc coin placcnt pace. yá c-t the dangers of sue h 
áa course are manif cst. Great collections lhat arc not nrnintaincd n1pidl y lose
