T J 1js req nircs that the Library 
n1akc aváaiJablc 1nany different lJjbliographical approaches for users in the 
Library, and, ,vhcn fcasjblc., for those clsc\vhcre through publication+ On 
the needs of scholars and the services of the Library, ,vc seek suggestions and 
C ritj C i::in l. 

wrhc traditional bibliographic~] tool of Jiuradaas ~nd scholars is the card 
cam 1 og. It is basic, but for n1a.n y pu rposcs inad eq uatc. 'f he f :1 il u re of the 
card ca ta 1 og to represent com pietel y the subject con tent of the Library is 
partly due to the nature of books. They arc not neatly di\~iclcJ into three or 
four subjects. In cataloging,. one tries to choose the most importantt but the 
significant to pies of t,vcn ty years a go nre not n ec essa ri 1 y those of today~ n1 u ch 
Jess the futuL"e. Jan1cs i\iontgo1nery's Tbe Carding nud Spinning Alaster's 
Assistant ( 183 2), acquired in 19681 js a signHic.:ant book on texti]e n1il1s but 
is e,Ten more important for the chapter "Remc1rks on the management and 
govcrnnl en t of spj n oin g fl c tori est n ,v hie h is one of th c first discussions of 
factory n1:1 n a gem en t.. , V h ether a ca rd is in the ca ta lag for such a chapter 
depends on the imperfect kno\v]cdge and foresight of a particnlar Jibrarjan.

Indication ,vhethe.r the book js 
in K rcss and no ration of 0111 iss1ons make use of the bi bl iogra phy by both 
staff and scholars easier at1d n1orc fruitful, The J__.ibrary must encourage use 
of bib] iogra phi cs bcc:aus c tl 1cy pro vi d c al tcrna ti v c n1ct hods of approach~

Kress offers it~ cooperation 
in any program to improve bibliographical kno,vledgc 1 for the result áwill 
be more cfI cctivc use of the Library. Likc,visc the l(rcss staff ,vclco1nes 
bro\vsets and is happy to assist students in find1ng topics for pa.pers and 
thc.scs. 

'l If the prob] ems to f u l] ex pl oi t~ t Ion Ly economic and husi n css historians 
are great, they 100111 even Jarger \vith other cfassC"".s of users. l\áfuch of the 
Kress Library's holdings border on other fields. The architectural historian 
,vill be very jmaginati ve~ indeed, if he looks in the Iucss Library for such 
iten1.s as b uj]d er~ s price boo ks or pain p h ]e cs issued at the rj 1ne of a controversy 
over ávit he th er to erect a partj cu I ar l I uil ding.

uThc Kress Library, as part of a particular :icademic con1munity, n1ust be 
ever conscious of the needs of its .. Historical studies c::in be useful in 
deveJ oping theory jn various arer1s of busin cs~ nn<l can serve ins.tr u ctio n 111 
and other purp oscs. But if historians do not fully exploit the Ljbrary, ho,v 
do sc hoJ an~ trained in 11 on-historical disci plin cs do so? I-I ist oria ns :1 re not 
ahvays a,\áarc of the variety of 1natcria:l in a library such as I{re.ss; even less 
so are professors of n1a r keting or organ i za 60J1 a] th enry.

In 
the sciences~ ho\'i.'Cvcr1 the libraries of departn1ents ::3nd research institutions 
have built up co1lcctions in their O\ v n sp ccia ltics; th cy ha vc don c , vcH , v hat 
they meant to do., lJut problem~ of overlappjng nnd gaps bet\veen fields gro-\vá 
increasingly troubleson1c in an cm of intcr<liscjplinary research.
